Introduction

Architectural Atlas is a special format. It is neither manual nor
guidebook or architectural history of a city. At the same time,
it is all those things put together. Its main feature is its compact
“packing up” of the most interesting, widely known, but sometimes
quite unexpected, architectural monuments in their geographical-
ly intelligible form.

Tracing the history of Kiev we have distinguished ten architectural
periods with clear stylistic and temporal limits: from the period of
Old Rus to the closing Soviet period and Ukrainian Independence
years. Each presentation is opened with a relevant map of chosen
monuments.

The architectural periods have been formed considering, among
other things, quantity and importance of buildings-monuments in
the structure of modern city. As a result of this one can get the pic-

ture of a real city’s history — simply by the duration of each of the
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architectural periods. That is, the shorter is the period to be qual-
ified with a proper name (accordingly, if this period’s architec-
tural presence in the city is appreciable, visible and sufficient for
a weighty presentation), the higher is its architectural quality, for
in a brief period of time the specific image has been given to a cer-
tain style on a motley carpet of the urban built-up area.

The statistics is eloquent: 1% period called Ancient — took 4 cen-
turies; 2" Baroque — 2 centuries; 3™ Classical — took 75 years; 4
Eclectic—50years; 5" Art Nouveau — 20years; 6" Constructivist —
20 years; 7! Socialist realism — 10 years; 8" Postwar — 15 years; 9t
Late Soviet — 30 years; 10" Ukrainian Independence — 20 years.
As it can be seen, the spatially and architecturally articulated his-
tory of the city of Kiev had its rather belated beginning in the 10th
c. Itisnoteworthy that dark ages — the Mongolo-Tatar yoke, rav-
age of the city and beginning of the Lithuanian influence — have
not been reflected in the city’s architectural heritage, such mon-
uments are simply lacking. In a word, the 14"—16™ cc. are spa-
tially and historically effaced from Kiev’s biography. The 1930-
s became champions of an explosive influence of the time’s style on
the city’s image. The period of the 9"—13" cc. of Byzantine archi-
tecture is of the longest influence.

The Atlas is designed to give a stereoscopic notion of Kiev’s archi-
tecture based on a rather compact material. Our city is a fount of
styles and technologies, a real treasury of craftsmanship a thou-

sand years old.

1. Kiev the Ancient
10th—13thce.

The first known stone buildings of Kiev date back to the 10"—13%cc., at the ear-
liest. They were built then after Byzantine technology: out of thin brickwork
and quarry stone. The ancient masonry was called in Latin — opus mixtum, i. e.
mixed work. Only a dozen of great monuments have survived to witness for the
greatness of the ancient city.

Church of our Lady of the Tithes / Desiatinnaya
2 Vladimirskaya St.
Grand Prince VLADIMIR, 989-996

The first stone church of Kievan Rus. Built by Greek masters as Prince
Vladimir’s cathedral. On its maintenance Prince Vladimir allocated the tithe
from his treasury entries. The church was the last stronghold of Kievans in those
December days of 1240 when it was destroyed by the hordes of Batu Khan. In
the first half of the 17 c., metropolitan Piotr Mohyla built a chapel on the two-
tiered remnants of the Church. In 1824 in its place, after the excavations by
Konrad Lokhvitsky, the first neo-Byzantine church in Russia — with 5 cupo-
las — was built to the design of architect V. P. Stasov. In 1828—1842, in its floor
and walls were included the vestiges of the ancient temple. In 1935, this church
was also destroyed, this time by the Soviets. Today, the foundations remnants
and the very place of Desiatinnaya are considered architectural monuments.

St. Sophia Cathedral

Sofiyskaya Square, the grounds of the National Conservation Area “St. Sophia of Kiev”
Grand Prince YAROSLAV THE WISE, 1011-1037

The temple is built as a replica of St. Sophia in Constantinople, in the centre
of the Town of Yaroslav, at the intersection of its two main streets. Initially, it
had 13 cupolas. In the 17" c. it assumed its contemporary appearances — with
baroque cupolas and white stuccoed walls. Became famous for its 11t ¢. fres-
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co murals and mosaics. Apart from religious functions it served as a princely
residence and library of Yaroslav the Wise. The marble sarcophagus of Grand
Prince decorated with palm-leaves and Byzantine ornaments has survived there.
The other name of the temple — the Inviolable Wall — had been given because
of the splendid mosaics depicting Virgin Orans in the main apse of the cathedral.
A medieval legend goes that Kiev will last till the Inviolable wall lasts.

The Golden Gates

35 Vladimirskaya St., Yaroslavov Val St.
Grand Prince YAROSLAV THE WISE, 1037

The main southern gates of medieval city were erected by Yaroslav
the Wise as a front entrance to the capital city Kiev in the image of the
Jerusalem’s and Constantinople’s Golden gates. It is the Kiev Golden Gates that
served as a Triumphal Arch for regiments of Bohdan Khmelnitsky in 1648. The
closest and most authentic proximity to the initial version of the Kiev Golden
Gates present the Golden Gates of the Russian regional city of Vladimir (dis-
regarding the 19" c. cylindrical extensions at the corners). The Gates were
a combination of a stone defensive tower set in a high earthen rampart (20 m)
with the Annunciation Church over the Gates. The passageway dimensions:
length 25 m, width 7,5 m, height up to 15 m — testify to the scale and strength
of Kiev’s fortifications. In 1838 the Golden Gates were strengthened with fly-
ing buttresses (architect V. Beretti, F. Mekhovich), surrounded with openwork
cast-iron fencing, and the first city square was established around the Gates.
Nowadays, the remnants of the walls limiting the passageway are hidden into
the so called “Pavilion imitating the ancient structure”, verisimilarly enough
faked by Ukrproektrestavratsia to the no less faked 1500 anniversary of Kiev.
The drawings by Abraham van Westerveldt of 1651 help to apprehend the real
image of the Golden Gates.

St. Mikhail (Mikhailovskaya) Vydubichi Church

Mikhaylovsky Vydubitsky Monastery, Naddnepriansky highway, Vydubitskaya St.
Prince VSEVOLOD YAROSLAVICH, 1070-1077
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In 1200, to avert threatening collapse of the church situated at the steep
Dnieper’s bank, architect Piotr Miloneg built a big retaining wall at the foot
of Zverinetsky Hill. The fame of that megalomaniac architect even reached
the Annals. But, alas, through the ages, the wall and eastern part of the temple
were washed away by the Borysthenes’ yellow waters. The murals of the 17" and
19t cc. have survived.

The Assumption of Our Lady (Uspiensky) Cathedral
Sobornaya square of the Kiev-Pechersk Laura

THEODOSIUS PECHERSKY, SVIATOSLAV II YAROSLAVICH, 1073-1089

One of the most important elements of the time-adjusted system of dominants of
the Dnieper’s right bank. In the 18 c. the temple got hold of the finest Baroque
finish and cupolas. Was the main Laura’s treasury and burial-vault of Russian
and Lithuanian princes. On November 3, 1941 was blown up by the German
invaders, the fact stated in the “Reminiscences” by Albert Speer. Historians have
been arguing for and against. Recreated in 1995-2000. Consecrated on the 24™ of
August, 2000, and up to now has not been transferred to the Church.

The Holy Trinity-Over-the Gates (Troitskaya) Church

over the main western entrance to the Kiev-Pechersk Laura

Nicola SVIATOSHA, 1108

Unexpectedly well survived structure of the princely epoch. The church was
lavishly decorated at the end of the 17" —18" cc.: the fagade has acquired the
openwork Baroque attire, the interior — the most interesting murals (which
begin crumbling nowadays).

St. Michael's Golden-domed (Mikhailovsky) Cathedral

Mikhailovskaya Square
Prince SVIATOPOLK IZIASLAVICH, 1108-1113
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Built in the Dmitrievsky monastery of “Iziaslav town”. With the capital having
been transferred from Kharkov to Kiev it was blown up by Bolsheviks in 1937.
Before being destroyed it was measured and thoroughly photographed by
Ippolit Morgilevsky. The best fragments are in St. Sophia, but some, the ancient
mosaic depicting David Solunsky, for example, were dismounted and included
into the collection of Tretyakovska Gallery in Moscow where they have been
remaining up to now. In 1992-2000, the cathedral was reconstructed in the
forms assumed in 18" c., to the design of architect Yuri Lositsky.

Church of the Savior-on-Berestov (Spas na Berestove)
northern part of the Kiev-Pechersk Laura

Prince VLADIMIR MONOMAKH, before 1125

The dominating building of Grand Princes’ country residence. The eastern half
of the Church collapsed from the slope in ancient times. The western one was
completed, including the classicist belfry, in the early 19%c. by architect Andrei
Melensky. In the Church, there is a cenotaph of Prince Yuri Dolgoruki, the
founder of Moscow.

Assumption Cathedral or Our Lady Pirogoshcha Church
1 Kontraktovaya Square in Podol

Prince MSTISLAV THE GREAT (MONOMAKHOVICH), 1131-1135
architect Andrei MELENSKY, the 1810s (reconstruction), 1835 (belfry)

Pirogoshcha — is the main church of the ancient Kiev’s market place. Mentioned
in “The Song of Igor’s campaign”. After the great conflagration of 1811 in Podol
was clad in a classicist decoration. Studied and demolished by the Soviets in
1935. Rebuilt in the 12*¢. form to the reconstruction project of Prof. Yu. S.
Aseyev in 1998.

St. Cyril’s of Alexandria Church

Kirilovski heights in the northern part of Kiev, 1146
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The St. Cyril’s Church is built in the monastery of Chernigov princes the Olgovichs,
nowadays there is accommodated the well-known Pavlovskaya mental hospital.
The church has survived with no material damage. Intact has come down to us the
12%c. marvelous fresco “Angel Scrolling up Heaven”. Recessed in the thick north-
ern wall the ancient stone stairway leads to the gallery. In 17%—18" cc. the Church
was clad in outer Baroque decoration. At the end of 19 c., under the supervision
of archeologist A. V. Prakhov, was erected the replica of the ancient one-tiered
marble iconostasis; great M. Vrubel painted the main icons and new murals, for
example “Descent of the Holy Ghost” in the gallery.
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2. Kiev the Baroque
17*—18"cc.

After four hundred years of decay due to the Tatar-Mongol invasion and Polish-
Lithuanian managing, the true “stone rebirth” of Kiev began. Trough the efforts
of the Kiev Metropolitan Piotr Mogila, dilapidated monuments started life
afresh, Uniats were evicted from the Orthodox temples. After the reunion of
Kiev and the Moscow Tsardom scores of new Orthodox temples were erected.
They were built in the fashion — in Baroque European robes. The brick walls
had to be white, the roofs — cocked or turned up. The tops of the churches
became multi-composite, craving for God, and... with icons.

Nikoly Pritiska Church
5-A Khoriv St.
1631; belfry and outbuildings and extensions: 1794-1868

This admirable one-headed church of the Cossack period in the Kiev’s Podol has
formed a little cozy square near the Zhytni market. A cross-shaped structure with
robust brick walls repeats the forms of the previous Ukrainian wooden church
which stood there before. Admire the Church’s baroque decoration: the huge
“crumpled” green apple of the cupola. Despite the robust walls, the vaults and
cupola more than once came down: in 1718, 1811 and 1982. For some centuries the
molluscs of numerous outbuildings and extensions stuck all over the Church but
they could not spoil the transparency of the original mason’s concept.

Peter’s the Great House
6 Konstantinovskaya St., Khoriva St.
Prefect of Magistrate Yan BYKOVSKY, 1696 — the 1700s.

This is the oldest survived stone dwelling house in Kiev. The two-storeyed rec-
tangular volume with cylindrical vaults and two round towers was built in the
period of most active stonework building in Podol in the late 17" ¢. The tradition
has it that in 1706 Peter I lived there, in the house. Then Peter was occupied by
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building the Pechersk fortress against the Swedes. The original structure, close
to the Russian architectural school, was completed with an arcade between the
towers and Baroque details in the middle of the 18%c.

St. George’s (Georgievsky) Cathedral
Mikhaylovsky Vydubitsky Monastery, Naddnepriansky highway, Vydubitskaya St.
founder Mikhail MIKLASHEVSKY, 1696—1701

Was built by representative of the prosperous class of Cossacks colonel Mikhail
Miklashevsky in the epoch of the flourishing Mazepa Baroque. Tall, shaped
a la Rocket Soyuz, 5-chambered temple with 5 pear-like heads represents one
of the clearest solutions of the traditional Ukrainian temple on Kiev’s territo-
ry. The clear “cross inscribed in a square” plan. Original decoration, cartouch-
es, through crosses-windows, prominent and laconic details accentuate almost
Russian monumentality of architectural sounding.

Kovnir's building in the Laura
Sobornaya Square of Kiev Pechersk Laura

master-builder Stepan KOVNIR, 1721-1746

One of the most picturesque Baroque buildings of the Laura with 5 three-cor-
nered pediments. The southern part was built as far back as the 17" c. (bakery
and bakery of communion bread). The building had often been rebuilt. In the
northern block there was a book store. Now it houses the Museum of Historic
Jewels. The motives of its Baroque facade are maintained by no less sophisticat-
ed block of the Laura’s printing-house — the best part of the old Laura’s core.

Metropolitan’s Residence

the grounds of St. Sophia’s monastery; within the confines of Vladimirskaya and Streletskaya Sts.,
Georgievsky and Rylsky Lanes, Sophiyskaya Square

metropolitan Varlaam VANATOVICH, 1722-1730

metropolitan Raphail ZABOROVSKY &
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architect Johann-Gotfried SCHADEL, 1731-1748 (second floor)
architect S. ANTONOV, 1748-1757 (mansard roof)

Metropolitan’s residence or Sophiysky house is a masterpiece of the Ukrainian
Baroque. The eastern part of the residence with 2 m thick walls and vaulted ceil-
ings has a core symmetrical structure. Metropolitan Raphail Zaborovsky had
the equal western part and second storey added, and the house obtained its final
festive appearance : with roof cocked or turned up, composite Baroque pedi-
ments with volutes and golden suns on lances. The western facade greeted pil-
grims (only the then VIP persons) on the side of the Zaborovsky Gate forming
the solemn Metropolitan Courtyard; the Eastern fagade looked out on St. Sophia
Cathedral. The recent opening of the western entrance on the Sophia’s grounds
through the Zaborovsky Gate (2011) has to stimulate the renewal of the main
facade functions. Up to 1919 the Sophiysky house served as a residence of Kiev
Metropolitans. But the true architectural glory of the Metropolitan Residence is
the 20 c. The interiors, murals and tiled fireplaces have survived there. In 1918,
the first architectural school in Ukraine was opened there — the Ukrainian
Institute of Architecture, in 1944 — the Academy of Architecture of the USSR.
Today, the building has been restored, being constituent part of the National
Conservation Area “St. Sophia of Kiev”.

Great Laura’s (Lavrskaya) Belfry
Sobornaya square of the Kiev-Pechersk Laura
Churchwarden Ivan Mazepa,

architects Fedor VASILYEV, Johann Gotfried SCHADEL, 1731-1745

The Laura’s Belfry (96,5 m in height) remained the tallest structure in Kiev dur-
ing two and a half centuries — until they erected the TV tower (385 m) in Syrets
district. Within the Russia Empire it had been inferior for a long time only to the
Belfry’s spire of Petropavlovsky Cathedral in St. Petersburg (122,5 m) finished
in 1733 (i. e. after starting the works on the Belfry in Kiev).

The first Baroque 5-tiered Laura’s Belfry (85 min height) was designed by archi-
tect F. Vasilyev in 1720. ]J. G. Schidel remade the design substantially simplify-
ing its decoration and reducing the number of tiers to four. Its style was approx-
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imated to classicism, though the first two tiers kept the original design features.
The foundation depth — 7 m, the diameter at the base — 28,8 m, the thickness
of the first tier walls — 8 m, the number of steps — 374. The stone details con-
ceived by the architect were embodied in ceramics. The main material is shaped
brick, produced for the building in number of 5 m/n pieces. At the lower tiers
was housed a library, at the third and forth — bells and chimes. The main bell
weighing 16,2 ¢ was cast in 1898 in Moscow, the still running chiming clock was
also made there in 1903, beating out every 15 minutes.

Empress Maria’s (Mariinsky) Palace
5 M. Grushevsky St.
architects Ivan MICHURIN, A. EVLASHOV, 1745-1752; Karl MAEVSKY, 1868-1870

As far back as the epoch of Peter the Great, there was laid out a mulberry-tree
garden at the site of the future palace park. Then Empress Elizaveta Petrovna
had a palace-rocaille with a wooden main storey built there. The south resi-
dence of the Empress was designed by Kievite I. F. Michurin inspired by
B. Rastrelli — the author of the Earl A. Razumovsky’s palace in Perovo (near
Moscow). The spread parterre layout is a trump card of the building. The inte-
riors, described in the 19" c. with comprehension and taste, were fatally restored
by UKRproektrestavratsia in the 1980s. In the 1920s there was housed an
Agricultural Museum, in 1934 VUTSsIK (an executive body of the Party’s Central
Committee). In 1936, was elaborated a project with superstructure and cupo-
la for the Supreme Rada of the USSR (architects A. Linetsky, G. Blagodatny).

St. Andrew’s Church

23 Andreyevsky Descent
architects Bartolomeo RASTRELLI, Ivan MICHURIN, 1745-1767

Built on the spot of a legendary Exaltation of the Cross by Andrei Pervozvanny,
the latter is supposed to have proclaimed the future city of Kiev: “He says there
has to be a great city on those hills.” But by the time (1 c. A. D.) the city is
believed to have already existed, though under some other name. In the 13 c.,
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in this very place at the spur of the Starokievska Hill a wooden Exaltation of the
Cross Church was built, time and again ruined by winds and repeatedly recon-
structed. In the 1730s, a new defensive bastion was raised there by field-engi-
neering soldiers (they were called “Ryltsy”, the known Rylsky lane is named
after their quartering place). It was than that Magistrate (city council) decid-
ed to build a stone church there, but the first stone in its foundation was laid
by Elizabeth I in 1744. It proved difficult to implement the project on artificial
soils; that’s why St. Andrew’s Church has so impressive a base. The five-head-
ed Baroque Church wonderstrikes with its airy silhouette starring in the Kiev
landscape. What makes it so light and “transparent?” Its unusual corner but-
tresses with their crowning pseudo-integral cupolas-heads — those are the ends
of a diagonal Andreyevsky Cross, on the scheme of which the Church-symbol
was erected.

Zaborovsky Gate
Georgievsky Lane along the wall of St. Sophia Monastery
metropolitan Raphail ZABOROVSKY, 1746

The front western gate of St. Sophia Cathedral is the brightest monument of
the Ukrainian Baroque and undoubted symbol of the style. Built as the main
entrance to the grounds of St. Sophia Monastery on the side of the Golden
Gates. Especially magnificent and patterned with floral ornament is the main
western fagade with twin Corinthian columns and the Metropolitan’s full coat-
of-arms on the high figured pediment. It served as a kind of link in the chain of
architectural masterpieces: the arched passage (adjoining to the passage were
accommodations for guards — guardhouse) led to the Metropolitan’s courtyard
before the splendid Baroque chambers of Metropolitan’s residence; behind it no
less Baroque, renovated fagade of St. Sophia Cathedral towered.

As Georgievsky Lane at the monastery’s walls had been densely built up and the
ground level before Zaborovsky Gate had risen by over one meter, the passage
was finally blocked up in 1822. By the beginning of the 20% ¢c., the height of the
relevant buildings predominated the Gates’ height, and the Zaborovsky Gate
turned into exotic Ukrainian Baroque pearl known only to the initiates. Recently
the management of the National Conservation Area “St. Sophia of Kiev” came
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to a wise decision: in 2009-2011, the gates were dug out and restored, the initial
level of the structure renewed ant the passage opened.

Kovnir's Belfry
remote caves of the Kiev-Pechersk Laura

master-builder Stepan KOVNIR, 1754-1761

The strikingly well proportioned and beautiful belfry, 41 7 high, at the Remote
Caves presents an architectural rara avis in Kiev. This very perfection of pro-
portions reminds of the best Baroque pieces of Zlata Praha (Golden Prague).
The diagonal buttresses of the ground floor and the 2nd tier with its twin cor-
ner columns crowned with sharp spires represent a kind of improved version of
the constructive and symbolical scheme of the Kiev’s St. Andrew’s church built
not long before.
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3. Kiev the Classicistic
the late 18" c. — the first half of the 19t c.

It was with difficulty that the Classicism in its purest was taking root in Kiev.
The reason was the city’s steep relief: the Classicism likes peace and horizon-
tal lines. That’s why its main monuments are closely associated with Moscow-
St. Petersburg school of architects, they were built rather late, falling on the
times of Nikolaev’s Ordnung and expansionism. The style symbols are the
University and Fortress.

Lower monument to St. Vladimir
8 Naberezhnoye highway
achitect Andrei MELENSKY, 1802

The memorial of Rus Baptism or the lower monument to St. Vladimir, also called
the column of the Magdeburg charter, is erected on the Dnieper’s bank, over
the Kreshchatitsky spring. Kreshchataya valley and Kreshchatik street borrow
their names from there. But the immediate reason for the memorial’s erection
became the Ukase (Decree) of Alexander the 1st. on giving back to Kiev the
self government status — the Magdeburg Law (in the 17%—18% cc. the majori-
ty of Ukrainian towns were granted the Magdeburg charter). The height of the
Tuscan column is 18,4 m. The traditional chapel over the spring serves as a ped-
estal — an arched podium. The monument is in brickwork. The column’s bot-
tom is tempered by rusticated cubes and a girdle of pointed leaves in the middle.
Initially, the column had been crowned with a hemisphere with a cross, in the
final version a gilded apple was placed under the cross — the height of the struc-
ture with its podium makes up 23 m. The strong impression of somewhat archa-
ic proportions makes this monument one of the best classicistic works in Kiev.

The Nativity Church
Aleksandrovskaya St. (Sagaydachnogo St. at present), Pochtovaya Square

architect Andrei MELENSKY, 1808—-1814
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Raised in place of the wooden church demolished in 1805. Destroyed by the
Bolsheviks in the 1930s. In 2005, reconstructed to the design of Yuri Lossitsky.
Though the Melensky’s working drawings have survived, our contempo-
rary’s interpretation stresses the church’s classicistic features, and they sound
clearer and brighter than in the original, early 19%"c., building. Got famous by the
fact that in May, 1861 there was the burial service read over T. G. Shevchenko
(on the way of moving his remains from St. Petersburg to Kanev).

Exaltation of the Cross (Krestovozdvizhenskaya) Church
1 Vozdvizhenskaya St. (formerly Zhytnotorzhskaya Square)

architects Andrei MELENSKY, 1811-1841; Pavel SPARRO, 1860;

Vladimir NIKOLAEV, 1886—1905

This parochial wooden church within the natural boundaries of Kozhemiaki was
built in the 18" c. After the great Podol fire, its version in stone was designed by
A. 1. Melensky: a combination of pure geometric volumes with expressive cylin-
der of the altar part. Reconstructing the church architect P. I. Sparro added the
lateral apses and enlarged the windows (the magnificent metallic window-sash-
es have survived up to our days). On May 18, 1891 M. A. Bulgakov was baptized
there.

House of Contracts on Podol
2 Kontraktovaya Square, 1 Mezhigorskaya St.
architects William GESTE, Andrei MELENSKY, 1814-1817

In the design by W. I. Geste the three-part Magistrate complex had occu-
pied a trapezium-shaped block at the city’s main market square opposite the
Gostinny Dvor (the Shopping Arcades): “The Magistrate makes the middle and
the main piece with a decent portico, tower and musical gallery, over the lat-
ter — a clock, and at the top — the image of Mikhail Archangel.” In the short
part of the “trapezium” a post-office had been designed, in the long one — the
House of Contracts. The latter was the only piece of the complex to have been
built under the supervision of A. I. Melensky. The main fagade had been equipped
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with four- columned Doric portico, the rest of facades — with the similar por-
ticos of pilasters. In the 19" c., there, in the main hall with a cylindrical caisson
ceiling, contracts were being concluded, even concerts given: there performed
F. Liszt, A. Katalani and other celebrities. In the 1990s, the House of Contracts
was restored to the design of V. P. Kudin. Unfortunately, the outstanding acous-
tic qualities of this “landmark” building have not been used.

Aleksandrovsky Roman-Catholic Church
17 Kostiolnaya St.
architects Ludwig PILLER, Franz MIECHOWICZ, 1817-1842

The oldest Roman-Catholic Church (Kosciol) in Kiev conceived as a tem-
ple-monument to the victory in the war with Napoleon and named after Emperor
Aleksander I (i. e. the temple’s Patron Saint). The initial design by L. Piller rep-
resented a kind of replica to the Roman St. Peter’s Cathedral: centric with
a square in plan, six-columned portico and high cupola on a barrel with 16 win-
dows, with sculpture on the facade. Due to deficit financing the building had
been erected up to the windows and “freezed” for a long time. In1835, when they
resumed building, the initial drawings had been lost. After the L. Stanzani’s cop-
ies the design was remade by F. Miechowicz. The money saving considerations
brought to a substantial simplification: the portico became four-columned, the
height substantially lower, the facade’s sculpture disappeared at all.

Resurrection (Voskresenskaya) Church

Florovsky Monastery, within the limits of Khoriva, Pritissko-Nikolskaya and Frolovskaya Sts.
and the slopes of Zamkova Hill

architect Andrei MELENSKY, 1824

This laconic and elegant church is one of the best creations of A. I. Melensky.
The Temple’s proportions are perfect: the rotunda with a colonnade, the cir-
cular cupola and well-proportioned barrel under the head styled in Ukrainian.
On the ground-floor under the rotunda there is an interesting cupola room. The
small rectangular temple’s wings were meant for hospital cells. The church is
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situated in the heart of the monastery complex, at its western boundary, at the
foot of Zamkova Hill. The hill’s slope called for the high socle of the building.
The temple dominates the monastery’s ensemble. But the church community (or
fraternity) is not able to fully appreciate its architectural and town planning val-
ues, so for some time past it has been surrounded with household outbuildings
and used as a sowing workshop.

New Kiev Fortress

The Pechresk plateau, confined with Klovsky Yar (ravine), valley of the Lybed river and high right
bank of the Dnieper

eng. Karl OPPERMAN, 18301831

architects A. E. STAUBERG, A. P. GEMILIAN, P. I. TAMANSKY and others, 1830—1855

Conceived by Lieutenant-General K. I. Opperman as an outpost of the Empire
at the south-west of Russia and designed for stationing of the First Army moved
there from Mogylev in 1831. The fortress was based on the old fortifications of
Pechersky borough, having been modernized by Peter I under the newest forti-
fications system. Nikolai I paid a special attention to the building of Kiev’s for-
tress craving to revive the glory of the city as the first State’s capital. To the
Citadel (the Laura) had been added arsenal fortifications in the north (up to the
Nikolsky Gate, metro station “Arsenalnaya”); Vasilkovskoye and Hospitalnoye
fortifications — in the west, and in the south — Zverinetskoye fortification
(has not survived). Thus, the fortress’s area was tenfold increased and made up
nearly 10 square km — this is one of the 19" c. largest defensive systems in the
world. Up to the present day, a lot of towers and semi-towers, barracks, gates
and arsenal’s buildings in yellow brick have come down to us. Having 2 floor-
height the fortress towers reach 100m in diameter, for example Tower No 3 —
Prozorovskaya (34 Shchorsa St.).

St. Vladimir's / T. G. Shevchenko University
60 Vladimirskaya St.
architect Vikenti BERETTI, 1837-1843
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The key structure by St. Petersburg-born architect V. I. Beretti in Kiev. It is
from this building that our upper city begins counting out its, now habitual,
scale, perceived by us as “historic”, “many hundred years old”, “it has always
been such” etc. Owing to the construction of the University emerged the con-
temporary Vladimirskaya St. and the area around it, the so-called “le Quartier
Latin”. Its initial brown colour in imitation stone turned in the Soviet times into
not-by-chance red, blood-red, blood-scarlet and remains as such up to now. In
its very name had been reflected poly-semantic collisions of our home history.
The severe and well-proportioned building in the form of a square with a porti-
co and with cast-iron capitals represented almost a park unit because of its situ-
ation in the Botanical garden. Even now two apses of the former house church-
es project into the park from the west facade. In the late 19t c. the building with
its noble tall windows was encircled with ill-matched blocks. In the 1910—1920ss.
University architect V. A Osmak masked this architectural “discord” with flank-
ing blocks of the City’s Public and University Libraries in the proper Berettistyle.

Institute for Daughters of the Nobility

1 Institutskaya St.
architects Vikenti and Aleksander BERETTI,1839—-1843

On a level with the University, the Institute for Daughters of the Nobility is the
main work by V. L. Beretti in Kiev. In the middle of the 19" c. both educational
institutions played the role of distinctive “humanitarian” landmarks in a quick-
ly commercialized Kreshchatik valley, and for the first time visually tied into the
coherent whole the Upper City and Pechersk. The Institute became a feminine
antithesis to the University: instead of the heavy square — the light structure with
an elegant Corinthian semi-rotunda. In the 1940s—1950s (post-war reconstruc-
tion) architects A. V. Vlasov and A. I. Zavarov came up with the idea to adapt the
damaged building for a House of People’s Assembly, adding a storey and placing
a great circular hall in its central part. But in the end, the cumbersome semi-cir-
cle of a colonnade was put on the facade doubling Beretti’s apse, and the main
auditorium gained its today’s everyday looks of the “October Palace of Culture”.
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30. Prisutstvenniye Mesta (Offices)
15 Vladimirskaya St., block within the confines of Vladimirski Passage, Vladimirskaya St. and
Bolshaya Zhitomirskaya St.
architects M. IKONNIKOV, K. SKARZHYNSKI, I. STROM, 1854-1857; G. ANTONOVSKY,1900;
V. BESSMERTNY, 1909

In the second half of the 19%c. this long building in a triangular area performed
a major town-planning role. The elongated block has tied into a symmetrical
structure the Sofiysky and Mikhailovsky monasteries. The new ensemble was
excellently viewed from the Kreshchatik side. By the early 20" c. the main facade
of the Offices in the city’s panorama was closed by the growing height of sur-
rounding buildings — and they properly added a storey to it. In 1988, the Soviet
militiamen once again increased its height, this time quite improperly, breaking
its symmetry. And so it stays.
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4, Kiev the Eclectic
the second half of the 19" ¢c. — early 20™c.

In this heterogeneous period of time Kiev was assuming a special character,
as it was then put into words, of a “European city”. The first, real capitalistic
construction boom of the 1890s, gave the city its habitual looks, having turned
it from the half-wooden city into that of stone. The natural sciences progress
brought the triumph of eclectic approach: station buildings were being erect-
ed in the English Gothic, churches — in Byzantine style, museums — in Grecian
manner etc.

St. Vladimir’s Cathedral

20 T. Shevchenko Boulevard Botanical Square

architects Ivan STROM, 1852-1875; Pavel SPARRO, Aleksander BERETTI, 1860—-1875; Vladimir
NIKOLAEYV, 1875-1882; Adrian PRAKHOV (interior) 1882-1896

The erection of the St. Vladimir’s Cathedral is the main event in the church
building of the 19t c. Kiev. This church named after the Rus Baptizer was con-
ceived as far back as the reign of Katherine the Great and its place was sup-
posed to be the parade ground before the Mariinsky Palace in Lipki. The build-
ing epic had been lasting for half a century, but the result was worth the can-
dle. The volume-and-space structure, as well as finish of the temple, render
the Byzantine type in church building. Even the carved marble iconostases are
solved one-tiered as in the Early Christian times. A special attention deserves the
wall paintings by Viktor Vasnetsov, Mikhail Nesterov and Mikhail Vrubel, arbi-
ters of Russian Modernist style.

House of Chemist Frommet
36 T. Shevchenko Boulevard
architects Vladimir NIKOLAEV and Pavel SPARRO, 1873

The first dwelling house without plaster- out of yellow Kiev brick — architect
V. N. Nikolaev built in 1870. It was the “Natsionalnaya” hotel in Bessarabka (on
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the site of our contemporary, but now former “Orbita” cinema). The hotel has
not survived, but it marked “a great change in the construction business in Kiev:
clean brick facades, it has never been before”- mentioned the Kiev newspaper
“Zhizn and Iskustvo” (Life and Art) 25 years later. This open brick moved to
civil buildings from major structures of the New Kiev Fortress. Those features
of the fortress the architect squared in the Chemist Frommet’s tenement house.
The utmost simplicity of the layout — and unbelievably expressive image of the
“English Gothic” towers.

Anthony and Theodosy Refectory temple

Kiev-Pechersk Laura

archtects: Vladimir NIKOLAEV, 1893-1895; Aleksei SHCHUSEYV (interior), 1901

murals: I. IZHAKEVICH, G. POPOV, P. VERESHCHAGIN, V. DANILOV, A. LAKOV, 1901-1910

The most extraordinary Kiev’s temple in the Russian-Byzantine style. The new
three-naved refectory, divided into three compartments by cast-iron pillars was
erected at the 17" c. old temple place. At eastern part, the church proper on
asquare plan with 20m circular cupola, inspired by St. Sophia’s of Constantinople,
was added. The interiors in elegant Art Nouveau were offered by connoisseur of
the Old Rus architecture A. V. Shchusev. The Unique one-tiered marble iconos-
tasis; magnificent stylized wall paintings, especially in the cupola hall — represent
one of the best interiors in epic-Byzantine Art Nouveau in Kiev.

House "At the Golden Gates”

1 Yaroslavov Val St. (Bolshaya Podvalnaya St.)
architect Nikolai DOBACHEVSKY, 1896-1898

Everything was better in the old days. Even the name of the street — Bolshaya
Podvalnaya (literally: under the rampart) — for it was running under the big
south-western rampart of the Yaroslav’s city, from the Golden gates to the
Lvovskiye Gates (under the small southern rampart, Malaya Podvalnaya St. is still
running). And this house with a confectionary shop bore the right name “At the
Golden Gates” for there are already in Kiev its own “houses-knights” and “hous-
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es-chimeras”. And the house number was more exact — three, for this extraor-
dinary tenement house is the second building on the odd side of the street. This
“French castle” was built by M. Podgorsky of Kiev-Volyn gentry, his coat-of-arms
with crossed sabres being on the facade. The house-“hotel” was put into shape as
improvised Gothic stylization having come into vogue in the middle of the 19®
c. by endeavours of the celebrated restorer Viollet le Duc. The main fagade has
four storeys, from the courtyard — the building is eight storeys high. Before the
era of Soviet communal flats there were only two “grand-style” residences, on
the second and third floors, with services for each in two levels. The bow-don-
jon with a high spire, sculptural gargoyles watching over the entrance, high qual-
ity details in relief — by the early 20" c. the house showed up in the famous Dm.
Markov’s series of post-cards “the Beautiful Buildings of Kiev”. Nowadays, it is an
architectural monument registered and protected by the State. But at the same
time it is a real estate of a banker and deputy. The outcome — settling out, 10
years of desolation, no restoration and threatening ruination. Why isn’t the city
interfering?

St. Nicholas (Nikolsky) Cathedral, Pokrov Convent

15 Bechterevsky Lane

within the confines of Artema and Pimonenko Sts. and Kudriavsky Descent
architect Vladimir NIKOLAEV

after the sketch of Grand Duke PIOTR NIKOLAEVICH, 1896-1911

After the Byzantism of the Aleksander II epoch in the Kiev church building,
along with the Byzantine style of “hoary antiquity” had been widely used “faith-
ful a la russe” style, with onion domes of the spirit of “Moscow-Yaroslavl archi-
tecture”. One of the notable monuments of this trend is gigantic St. Nicholas
Cathedral of the Pokrov convent. The largest temple of Kiev is designed to house
2500 parishioners. This productive Kiev’s architect V. Nikolaev began erecting
the convent in 1889 under trusteeship of Grand Duchess Aleksndra Petrovna.
All the buildings are kept in a unified stylistics, only the Convent’s Gates hav-
ing quite an unexpected form of “Kokoshnik”(woman’s headdress in old Russia)
remind the times of artistic modern. Isn’t it about the Pokrov Convent that
enthusiasm of “the Kievite” newspaper of 1896: “in Kiev V. N. Nikolaev has built
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the whole new city — with churches, towers and gardens, memorials, inns, hos-
pitals, orphanages and doss houses”. In 1921, in the first Ukrainization peri-
od Dm. Antonovich gave his unambiguously negative opinion of the charms of
the Pokrov Convent: different are the ways of Ukrainian and Moscow genius!
In 2007, owing to President Yushchenko’s lip-service and after the architect
Lossitsky’s project, the onion heads of the Cathedral, liquidated by the Soviets
in the 1930s, were restored.

Museum of Antiquities and Arts

6 M. Grushevsky St.

architects Pavel BOITSOV, Vladislav GORODETSKY, 1897-1899; Piotr PETRUSHENKO,
1967-1971

To the building in an archeological “Grecian style” (in contrast to a spoiled
Roman Palladianism) architect V. V. Gorodetsky imparted a real sound and
charm. The details of the Doric portico are “from Paestum”, the sculpture in
the fronton and the expressive lions before the entrance (E. Sala) are full of plas-
ticity characteristic to this sculptor’s works. Urbanistically, this Temple of Arts
serves as a propylaea to the “Pechersk Acropolis”.

St. Nicholas Polish Roman-Catholic Church

75 Krasnoarmeiskaya St. (Bolshaya Vasilkovskaya St.)
architects Stanislav VOLOVSKY, Vladislav GORODETSKY, 1898—1909

Built in the custody and at the expense of Polish Catholic community. The tem-
ple in the form of a Gothic Polish Roman-Catholic Church (Kostiol) is a result
of the All-Russian Competition held by the St. Petersburg Society of Architects.
The winning design is by St. Petersburg student S. Volovsky (2™ award) with
expertise of noted Kiev architects A. V. Kobelev and V. N. Nikolaev. The design
was implemented by our Kiev’s Gaudi — V. V. Gorodetsky. The construction
innovations introduced are bored piles, concrete framework, stone-like stuc-
co and prolific ceramic details. Especially attractive are the plastic finishing and
sculpture made after the Gorodetsky’s sketches by sculptors Sala and Benesz.
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Lukyanovsky People’s House [ Tram workers' Club
5 Degtiariovskaya St., Lukyanovka Square
architect Mikhail ARTYNOV, 1900-1902

People’s House is quite a popular building type in the early 20® c.: a theatre
and education institution under one roof. The Lukyanovsky People’s House was
placed at the rapidly developing crossroad in the vicinity of the Prison Castle,
Dneprovsky machine-building works (Artioma), newly built tram depot and
anew market. At that time the Skomorokh brook known from the Great Dukes’
epoch was hidden into collector under Lukyanovskaya Square. The build-
ing’s stylistics seems to have sprung from the fact: M. G. Artynov liked cham-
ber-towers from fairytales with their hipped roofs, kokoshniks and decorative
spires. For a long time the House has been in neglect, the most part of decora-
tions has been lost. Nevertheless the rich texture has not perished.

State Bank

9-A Institutskaya St.

architects Alexander KOBELEV, Alexander VERBITSKY, 1900—-1905; Alexander KOBELEV,
Valerian RYKOV, 1934

The house is imposing all round — a real Venetian palace on the Kievan hills.
Or, rather, a Florentine palazzo. The initial proportions of this two-storeyed
bank bewitched with their harmonious co-ordination: the wide fagade’s forehead
and open-work cornice divided into three parts with decorative rondellas — an
Italian mix of Gothic and Early Renaissance. The Modernist sculpture by E. Sala
and F. Sokolov, excellent quality of materials and working skills, grand opera-
tional hall. The capital having been moved to Kiev, two more storeys were added
to the facade block, in a match for the surrounding scale and grandeur. The style
has been retained, but the Florentine tension of form has vanished into thin air.

Prince Aleksei Pedagogical Museum /Tsentralna Rada/ Lenin Museum
58 Vladimirskaya St.
architect Pavel ALIOSHIN, 1909-1912; 1935-1937 (expansion)
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The best example of “Alexandrine” neoclassicism in Kiev. Conceived as
a People’s house by merchant and patron of art S. Mogilevtsev, opened as a loy-
alty museum. The magnificent auditorium with a lantern — 30 m glazed cupo-
la. Perfect details. All over the fagade — high quality frieze — “comic book” on
the history of public education (V. Kozlov, L. Dietrich). In 1917-1918, the sit-
tings of Centralna Rada took place in this very cosy building making it famous.
Maybe owing to this fact its structure has served as a prototype for the Supreme
Soviet of the USSR (V. I. Zabolotny, 1935-1937).
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5. Kiev the Art Nouveau
early 20" c.

1900, fin-de-siécle, turn of the century. Really, it would have been possible to
call those years “the golden age of European progress” had it not been for the
name “the silver age” they got in Russia (the name “Golden” pertains to the
years of Alexandrine classicism and downfall of Napoleon). It is a time of the
best monuments of building art which are in a special harmony with Kiev; they
had emerged quickly as an airy cream of a cake and are, equally quickly, disap-
pearing today (and it seems irrevocably). Easy come, easy go.

House with Chimeras
10 Bankovaya St.
architect Vladislav GORODETSKY, 1901-1903

The architect Gorodetsky’s private residence and a tenement house maybe is
the most celebrated building of the Art Nouveau style in Kiev. Became famous
for its expressionist sculpture. Living creatures and sea reptiles are seated on
the eaves and cornices and in the interiors. The building owes its name to them.
The exuberant décor was sculptured by Elio Sala after the sketches of archi-
tect, traveller and safari-lover Gorodetsky. The main spatial merit of the build-
ing — a spiral composition after the laws of theatrical scenography. In the Art
Nouveau proper are solved only boudoirs and it is in the most “modernist” house
of Kiev! Gorodetsky was an outstanding stylist, and his house is built rather in
the Renaissance manner with plastic extravagancies which are very popular with
the man in the street as well as with the grand. After the war the building housed
a polyclinic for those in power (for the nomenclature of the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of Ukraine). Today, it is a residence of President of
Ukraine.

House of the Weeping Widow
23 Luteranskaya St., BankovayaSt.
architect Edward BRADTMAN, 1905-1907
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Situated at the premises of President’s Administration. A private residence with
a sad face of a girl in the crowning arch keeps more secrets than offers their
unequivocal answers. The face weeps in the rain. The main fagade is in stone of
rather expensive treatment and work. Built by the Poltava merchant belong-
ing to the second guild Sergei Arshavsky. The layout is a suite of rooms. In the
east there are stairs, in the north loggias. The owner with his wife and children
had been living there up to 1913. Paying for the luxury he sold it to Tevye the
dairyman (merchant belonging to the top guild Apstein). Then, numerous red-
tape brigades (of the Communist Party Central Committee, Special Military
District etc.) took one another’s places, equipping the house with an absolute-
ly indispensable sauna.

Katchkovsky Clinic* (since 1909 — I. S. Makovsky Clinic)
*Clinic — private residence of P. E. Katchkovsky

33 0. Gonchar St. (Malaya Vladimirskaya St.)

architect Ignacy LEDOKHOVSKY, 1907

Intentionally big details, plastic clumsiness together with a story about
P. A. Stolypin who died there in 1911 give the house a special romantic veil.
As a Modernistic model of a private residence the house is formed around
a circular hall. A kitch sculpture by Fiodor Sokolov plays a distinguished
part in the finishing of the building. The high socle flowing into the terrace is
equipped with a figured fence and wavy grating reminding of a fortress with
a lion in concrete in the capacity of the guard. The gates’ pattern in the style
“whip’s stroke” unpretentiously copies the famous example from Paris “Castel
Beranget” by E. Guimard. But all the same they are the best Art Nouveau
gates in Kiev.

House with Lions
23 Bolshaya Zhitomirskaya St.
architect Martin KLUG, 1908-1911
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Commonplace insula of the early 20" c.: initially 4-storeyed, then two storeys
more were added — considering its tenement house status. The obligatory main
staircase as a small risalite stands out against the facade, the backstairs — sticks
out into the courtyard. Each storey has two apartments. There is a lot of such
houses in Kiev. As a rule, if their parcels permit, they are T-shaped in plan. But
the main thing is a window-dressing Art Nouveau: the inimitable sculptured
lions over the entrance, primitive and enigmatic faces, plaits, ribbons and bows
on the facade.

Leonid Rodzianko’s Tenement Houses
14 Yaroslavov Val St. (Bolshaya Podvalnaya St.)
Ne 14-B — architect Nikolai YASKEVICH, 1908-1910
Ne 14-A — architect Martin KLUG, 1910—-1911

The impressive ensemble in the Art Nouveau style was built by hereditary aristo-
crat L. P. Rodzianko. Leonid Petrovich was a staff captain, aide-de-camp of the
commander of the 9 cavalry division, cousin of Chairman of the State Duma M.
V. Rodzianko, noted owner of a stud farm and successful businessman. The mov-
ing spirit and muse of the ensemble was the owner’s wife, Aleksandra Rodzianko,
and we wish to see her features in the mascarons on the facades or in the vestals
at the entrance to the Ne 14-A. Nonetheless, the Rodziankos’ apartment prop-
er is in the first floor of the block “B” (it has five storeys). By its level of luxu-
ry — carved panels, painting and sculpture, English fireplaces, stone, forging
and horse-and-jockey subject of the decoration — it is one of the best availa-
ble interiors in the Modern style. Since the 1920s, in the Rodzianko’s apartments
for almost half a century the famous Capella “Dumka” had been making music.
Since the year of “Perestroika” 1989 there had been housed the following the-
atres: expressively named “Modern”, reconcilable “Druzhba (Friendship)”, and
now “Suzirya” i. e. “Constellation”. Constellation of what? Block “A” has full six
floors and a high ground floor, its fagade is a real enchanting sight and hymn to
Art Nouveau. If No 14-B we can call “interior”, then Ne 14-A is absolutely out-
standing “exterior”, well proportioned and lavishly equipped with the plastic of
highest quality.
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House with Cats
23 Gogolevskaya St.
architect Vladimir BESSMERTNY, 1909

Owing to the strong and seemingly effortless framework this original four-sto-
reyed tenement house with elements of Roman-Gothic stylization has well sur-
vived in the 20% c. storms. Holly, Gothic elongations, owls and chimeras are dis-
tributed in masterly fashion on the facade in open yellow brick. Two cats at the
first floor level for a hundred years have been purring sleepless at the wide vault-
ed windows. The 1970s repair killed the interior’s authenticity but the house
holds tight.

Diesel-Engine Power Plant
7-A Degtiariovskaya St., Lukyanovskoye tram depot (street car yard)
architect Konstantin OSTROGRADSKY, 1909-1910

Asitisknown, Kiev is the place where the first electric tram in the Russian Empire
was born. The first electric street-car plied up and down Vladimirsky Descent on
May 2, 1892. In 1894, the park of horse-drawn street-cars at Lukyanovka was
equipped for servicing electric trams. In exactly 110 years the park was liquidat-
ed. But one of the city’s most beautiful industrial buildings — the power plant
working on diesel and servicing “the city’s railway’ has survived. The robust
walls, noted yellow brick and Art Nouveau style have something in common
with A. M. Verbitsky’s works at Kiev-Freight. It would be the optimal choice —
to organize there a kind of Museum of the Tram.

Majolica House
21 Pushkinskaya St.
architect Joseph ZEKTZER, 1909-1910

A Carl Baksant’s tenement house of imposing appearance. The author-architect
J- A. Zektzer in his declining years lived there in apartment 5 and created some of
the absolutely outstanding Kiev’s buildings: Kiev’s Ambulance, 22 Reitarskaya
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St. and Moroz House, 61 Vladimirskaya St. The House with Majolica with
its H-shaped plan, the main staircase and four back staircases is divided into
four sections. The house became famous for two films: “The Adjutant of His
Excellency” and “How They Harden Steel”. But its main merit — the facade
with stone, forged grating and rain-bowed (iridescent) majolica.

Bessarabka Covered Market
2 Bessarabskaya Square
architects Heinrich GAI, Mikhail BOBRUSOV, 1910-1912

The covered market building which in 2012 marked its centennial, still remains in
keeping up with the time, with fresh vegetables, fruit, meat and flowers. The pric-
es are the highest. The market is prestigious — its main facade faces Kreshchatik
and opens the longest straight street in Kiev — the Boulevard. The first industrial
refrigerators are prerevolutionary-made. 3000 sq. m are spanned with ten three-
hinged arches of 32 m purlin. The glass roofing, air and volume. Round the periph-
ery of the building is situated a hotel in the form of a horse-shoe for 117 persons.
But for a long time the hotel has been no more. The highest quality of brick-work,
stone and metal details, sculptures, cast-iron mouldings. The style — a kind of
Nordic Modern with National-and-Bessarabsky locks and curls.

House Called Bride

32 Bolshaya Zhitomirskaya
architect Ignacy LEDOCHOVSKY, 1911-1912

The sumptuous private residence, often described as “club type”. Was built by
Madam S. Tchokolova for to let it out. Before the post-war raising the addi-
tional storey, there were three full floors and initially they housed only three
apartments. Not so long ago the house was still firing your imagination — light,
“speaking”, semantically definite facade. The bow is supported by sculptured
chestnut branches. Cupid is saddling a swan. Enigmatic snakes and nymphs. Each
floor devoted to its element: earth, water, air. Sophisticated flowing grating of
the gates and palisade... As compared with its reticent Stalinist neighbour, house
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Ne 30 with its nickname borrowed from the 1980s students of architecture —
“Old General” — this residence was nicknamed “Young Bride”. Today it’s diffi-
cult to recognize the “Young bride”. An awkward “privatization” and poor cul-
tural policy do their work. It seems in the nearest future there will be no traces
of the precious and delicate details of the décor.
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6. Kiev the Constructivist
1910-1920

Unfortunately, or, if you intently look at the subject, fortunately, the monuments
of Constructivism are few in the city (Kiev does not like “dull” straight lines).
In the years of World War I and Civil War, post-war ruin and economic depression
they built from what fell into the hands and poorly plastered. So the then build-
ings look unpresentable. Thank God, the then capital of the Soviet Ukraine was
in Kharkov, and the main vector of building activity moved there: you can’t look
without tears at the famous building of their Gosprom — all over coming off.

S. Grushevsky City College
164 Frunze St. (Kirillovskaya)
architect Vasiliy Krichevsky, 1910-1911

This common in outward appearance building, as well as the whole of the col-
lege premises present an example of a subtle stylization on Ukrainian motifs. The
author, noted architect and painter V. G. Krichevsky, a champion of the national
art, considered consistent Constructivism and absence of ostentatious decorativ-
ism to be an integral part of Ukrainian style, their provenance being in the gener-
ic features of the folk wooden architecture. All those features are present in the
college building: bevelled apertures, steep slope of the roof and laconic ceram-
ic details.

Film Studios VUFKU / Alexander Dovzhenko Film Studio

44 Pobeda Ave. (Brest-Litovsky highway)

architects Valerian RYKOV, Pavel SAVICH, I. I. and M. I. MALOZIOMOYV, S. A. BARZILOVICH,
1925-1928

The first specially designed large film studio in the USSR. The area is 30 ha.
In the 1920s Ukraine produced more films than Moscow and Leningrad tak-
ing together. At a source of its fame were such film directors as Dziga Vertov,
Ivan Kavaleridze, Aleksander Dovzhenko, Ivan Pyriev and other icebergs of cin-
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ematography. The film production was a million item of the Republic’s export.
The volume of shooting-and-technological premises made up 135.000 cubic
m. The complex’ Constructivist solution is stressed by the open metal frame-
work. The main pavilion (its area is 4000 sq. m) is spanned with 36 m trusses. The
rhythm of its high air chimneys really makes it look like a real factory.

First House for Physicians
17/2 Bolshaya Zhitomirskaya St., Streletskaya St.
architect Pavel ALIOSHIN, 1928-1930

The original name of this famous building — Housing cooperative “The Soviet
Physician”. There are all the features of a good-quality and comfortable
Constructivist housing, not unlike the so-called “deluxe” houses in Lvov. But the
material is especially of Kiev — open yellow brick. And especially Kiev’s plas-
ticity — the arched concave fagade with a palisade. All the architects, the author
and his co-authors, established their apartments in the house. P. F. Alioshin had
been living there from 1930 to 1961 until he breathed his last. The memorial
plaque with his bust is indicative of the fact.

Railway Station “Kiev Passazhirsky”
1 Vokzalnaya Square
architect Alexander VERBITSKY, 1927-1932

The closed All-Union competition of 1925-1927 brought together a constel-
lation of the best architects of this country: P. F. Alioshin, A. N. Beketov,
A. M. Verbitsky, brothers A. and V. Vesnin, D. M. Diachenko, A. V. Kobelev,
V. A. Shchuko, A. V. Shchusev. It was the first Soviet terminal station compa-
rable in its capacity, volume and fundamental approach with the mega-termi-
nals of pre-revolutionary Russia. The designs were in different styles including
Byzantine, Constructivism etc. But the idea of “Ukrainian Baroque” was some-
what obsessive. Soon after the design realization the socialist realism epoch
ensued, and the author, in tears, had to insert, by himself, classical details into
the “graphic” interior. After the war the terminal’s interior followed mega-sty-
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listics of the Baths of Caracalla (architect G. F. Domashenko).
Metallist Club / Palace of Culture “Bolshevik”

38 Pobeda Ave. (Brest-Litovsky highway)
architect Yakov MOISEEVICH, 1929-1936

Situated at the entrance to the Pushkin park, with the main facade on the ave-
nue. Built with the funds of the Trade Union of Metal Workers. Consists of two
blocks: two-storeyd theatre with 774 seats and three-storeyd club. As it becomes
to a true Constructivist work, it has a logically free lay-out, minimal décor and
freely tempered volumes including the “transversal apse” — a la ship’s over-deck
structures.

Cinema “October”
26 Konstantinovskaya St., Shchekavitskaya St.
architects Noah TROTSKY, Valerian RYKOV, 1931

The cinema is built from a type design of architect N. A. Trotsky of Leningrad,
the referencing being implemented by noted Kievite V. N. Rykov. But however
hard you try to refer those laconic walls to the surroundings, the building looks
provocative to the utmost in the motley classical and eclectic Podol: Kievites
even afforded a wicked joke: the builders may have confused the main fagade
with the fireproof wall. In 1937, there were attempts to ennoble the building
with pilasters in the Stalinist Art-Deco (architect S. Babulevich). But in the
1980s there were new attempts of opposite character — to return to the initial
stylistics. None the less, it is one of the rare examples of pure Constructivism
in Kiev; even today it looks like a futuristic design.

Pishchevik (for food industry workers) Club / Art Center “Slavutich”
Kontraktovaya (Krasnaya) Square, 2 Mezhigorskaya St., G. Skovorody St.

architect Nikolai SHEKHONIN, 1931-1933

Before, an after the Pishchevik, N. A. Shekhonin strongly gravitated to work
in order stylistics. He is the author of the Suvorov Military School building
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(1915-1916) and school Ne 25 in the Vladimirskaya St. (1939) — both build-
ings are bright samples of Classicism. So the Constructivist work of his com-
pass could not help arousing our interest. The club is built by the Trade Union
of the meat-preserving industry. The theatre block for a thousand of spec-
tators and the club block of the same capacity with sport and various circle
premises have suprematist rectangular outline. They are united by the joint
of traditional rotunda under the glass cupola. In the rotunda there is the main
entrance, at the second storey — a dancing floor. This joint to all appearance
had to be associated with kitchen-and-pot themes by Proletarians.

Heat and power Plant N2 3 (TETs-3)
85 Zhylianskaya St.
architects Piotr KOSTYRKO, Pavel SAVICH, 1932-1934

One of the first HPP (Heat and Power Plants) created by the designers-clas-
sic representatives of Ukrainian Constructivism. Built to provide with heat- and
electro-power the Kiev railway junction, adjacent industrial enterprises and
housing, with the surplus entering the Kievenergo mains. At present it does not
produce electricity, and acts as a heating plant.

Dynamo restaurant
Petrovskaya Alley
architect Yosif KARAKIS, Pavel SAVICH, 1932-1934

The angular building of the restaurant with a high atrium and planes in the
Bauhaus stylistics is erected on a steep Kiev slope at the Stadium “Dynamo”
grounds. To a certain extent it paraphrases the noted “Waterfall House” by
F.L.Wright. Indeed, Y. Yu. Karakis, the then employee of the Military Project
confessed to a sincere worship of Wright’s genius. But it has to be noted that
the Wright’s house was built a year later than the Karakis’ “Dynamo”, and in
1934, when our Classicist perestroika began, the restaurant building was rec-
ognized as being not devoid of “artistic value”.
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Militiamen’s House
2/1 Kruglouniversitetskaya St., Krutoi Spusk (Steep Descent)
architect Pavel SAVICH, 1933-1935

The symmetric house is well viewed from Bessarabskaya Square. It organiz-
es the corner of two steeply climbing Pechersky hill streets in a kind of cub-
istic cascade. Erected for employees of the regional militia. The expressive
texture of the building reflects the short and most interesting transition peri-
od from purist and flat Constructivism to a richer geometric plasticity of the
“Stalin’s Art Deco”.
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7. Kiev of the Socialist Realism period
the 1930s

It was the infrastructural explosion time for the city. In 1934, the capital of
the USSR was transferred to Kiev. In 1935, the first master plan was presented,
the most “architectural” and “ensemble-oriented” in history. Lukyanovskaya
Square on this plan had the Maydan’s parameters. The solution of the present
Lesia Ukrainka Square reminded la Place d’Etoile in Paris. To say nothing of the
Competition for the Government’s Forum design constituting one of the bright-
est and most tragic pages of our country’s architectural history.

Skyscraper on Arsenal Square
3 and 5 Mazepa St. (Yanvarskogo Vosstania St.), Arsenal Square
architect Yosif KARAKIS, 1933-1937

After the noted Ginsburg House in Institutskaya, this one is perhaps the sec-
ond noted Kiev’s “skyscraper”. In the corner section of the complex — facing
Heroev Arsenala Square — there are only ten floors but the impression is quite
“skyscraperous”. The author himself was reasoning about the landscape quali-
ties of his design: “The silhouette from the Dnieper’s side doesn’t have a self-con-
tained character, and blends with the landscape as its integral part”. The laconic
stylistics has something in common with American Art-Deco samples. Not with-
out reason Yosif was a consistent admirer of F. L. Wright and his organic archi-
tecture, as well as his specific geometric decorativism.

Cavalry House
15/17 Institutskaya St. (25" October St.)
architect Yosif KARAKIS, 1934-1937

In the 1930s the Lipki area of Kiev was planned as a patrimonial estate of the mil-
itary and police departments. They began building there the gigantic buildings
of NKVD (security) (I. Fomin) and KVO (Kiev’s military district) (S. Grigoriev).
Nowadays this structures play the part of the main buildings of the State pow-
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er: Kabmin (the Cabinet of Ministers) and President’s Administration. In their
vicinity, nor far from the Headquarters was built a house for the KVO officers,
the 5-storeyed, 6-sectioned house with a cour d’honneur, the whole block in
length. Its famous accent — the Constructivist panel “The red horse-cavalry”.
A Mesopotamian and Manhattan Decorativism on a Spartan sub-layer.

. TsK KP(b)U (Communist Party Central Committee) / Foreign Ministry

of Ukraine
1 Mikhailovskaya Square (Government Forum)

architect Yosif LANGBARD, 1934-1939

The segment of the pompous building of the Central Committee is but a part
of a grandiose complex of Government Forum’s hemisphere which was being
designed since 1934 when the capital of the Soviet Ukraine was transferred from
Kharkov to Kiev. The Square had to become the largest in Europe. There had to
be a grand renaissance descent to the Dnieper. Between the two main buildings
of the ensemble had to be raised a grandiose monument to Lenin. To judge the
architectural quality of the complex is rather difficult today. But you can have
an idea of the project’s scale, especially when comparing it with the restored at
the territory Mikhailovsky Goldendomed Cathedral.

TsUM [ Central Universal Department Store
44/2 Kreshchatik St. (Vorovskogo St.), B. Khmelnitskogo St.
architects V. I. FRIDMAN, A. B. METSOYAN, 1934-1940

Americanized, in the spirit of Empire-State, the image of the department store
(before becoming TsUM it had changed a lot of other names) was created at
the second atelier of Mossovet under the guidance of the great A. V. Shchusev,
the author of Lenin’s Mausoleum, Kazansky railway station and one of the first
reconstructions of Old Rus churches in Ovruch. But two years before the very
idea of TsUM had emerged, a Constructivist building “Organizations’ House”
designed by V. Kholostenko was being built at the same place. The TsUM design
was equally “international” but, moreover, it satisfied the requirements of
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a newly proclaimed Socialist realism (in essence there were no distinctions from
Art Deco stylistics). That’s why it had replaced the previous design.

. Specialists’ House

30 Pobeda Ave. (Brest-Litovsky Highway)
architects Nikolai KHOLOSTENKO, Yu. SHAFRAN, 1935-1936

A certain golden mean is felt in the general approach, stylistics and construc-
tions of this house. Its design is elaborated in the midst of Promstroiproekt. Ten
sections. The flats are with 2—3 bedrooms. The concrete framework is combined
with brick walls. The ceilings’ height, as compared with Khrushchev’s housing,
could be called “humane”. The style: “Our life is getting more joyous, it is get-
ting merrier”, i. e. elements of plastically enriched Constructivism with elongat-
ed sculptural frieze. Fulfilled by a team of sculptors (seven masters headed by
Bernard Kratko).

NKVD / SNK / Cabinet of Ministers Building
12/2 M. Grushevsky St. (Kirova St.)
architects Ivan FOMIN, Pavel ABROSIMOYV, 1936—-1938

With its strict and didactic appearance it presents one of the most majes-
tic buildings of the Soviet Union. It is due to its initial function of the repub-
lican NKVD, soon, in the course of construction, adapted for the Soviet of
People’s Commissars of the USSR. In this honorable role, under the name of the
Cabinet of Ministers, it has been successfully serving Ukrainian people up to the
present day. The concave arch of the main 10-storeyed facade is well tempered
by the unusual rusticated columns of the Corinthian Order, 7-floors in height,
which makes this gigantic office building of 235 thousand cub. m quite harmo-
nious and no less didactic. 5-meters cast-iron capitals don’t seem excessive for
all this. In 1997, the strict structure in dark concrete plastering a la rough-faced
rocks, with 2-3 storeyed ground-floor of black sparkling labradorite quite
unexpectedly was painted white. But this did not make the NKVD building lose
its pathos.
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5 Grushevsky St. (Kirova St.)
architects Vladimir ZABOLOTNY, Natalia CHMUTINA, G. GRAUZHIS, P. KRASITSKY, A.
KIRINDAS, E. SARNAVSKY, 1936-1939

Rada (the Supreme Council) modestly joined the company of the western
wing of the Mariinsky Palace (I. Michurin, 1745). As its prototype served the
Pedagogical Museum (P. Alioshin, 1912) — the place of the first Ukrainian
Parliament’s (Central Rada) sitting. The building is finished with marble and, like
an inkpot, is crowned with a glass cupola. Along the facades — 6-column porti-
cos of the “Egyptian” order. In 1945-1947, V. 1. Zabolotny masterly added to the
rectangular volume a circular apse with a patio breaking the sought for charac-
ter of park pavilion — here the parliament as if pushes out its own people. During
the occupation Albert Speer appraised the building as the best work of Soviet
architects in Kiev. And he added something about the architects worth their salt.

Headquarter KVO / TsKP(b)U / President’s Administration
11 Bankovaya St. (Ordzhonikidze St.)
architect Sergei GRIGORIEV, 1936—1940

Now you can see, what the military department’s iron will can do? The gran-
diose building of the Kiev Military District Headquarters, in contrast to oth-
er noted Headquarters of the 1930s Powers, was built using two existing houses
of the 19" c., both 3-storeyed. As a result — six storeys, elongated facade front
and a mighty central projection with 6-column Corinthian portico dominate the
Pechersky slope of Kreshchatik. Today, President is working there.

. Kiev's Art School / National Museum of History

2 Vladimirskaya St.
architect Yosif KARAKIS, 1937-1939

As a School of Arts the building had served for only two years. On May 30,1944,
while the country was still at war, the Soviet of People’s Commissars of the
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USSR proclaimed as protected the area of the Kiev citadel, and in the build-
ing was housed the State Museum of History. And the building does correspond
to this destination. For it is equipped with a special “Old Testament Order” and
bends politely following the hill’s edge, stepping back from the main archeo-
logical finds. And even more, beside the famous Andreyevska Church the clear,
Biblical in style Museum is more in its place, than any attempts to recreate the
bulk of Desiatinnaya Church.

Secondary School N2 25
1 Vladimirskaya St., Desiatinnaya St.
architects Nikolai SHEKHONIN, A. NEDOPAKA, 1939

Unusually compact solution of a school in a densely built up urban area. The
vertical facade crowned with ancient acroteria imparted distinctness to the lit-
tle triangular square. In the Princes’ times, in the place of this square there was
a market mentioned in the Chronicles — Babin torzhok (women’s market place).
The school building is a champion of the Stalinist construction: it was raised in
135 days, to the beginning of the new school year, the 1st of September 1939.
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8. Kiev the Post-War
1944-1959

Two years of the Great Patriotic War (or World War II) were the years of
inexpressible sufferings for Kiev. The city had experienced one of the greatest
Holocaust tragedies — that of Babiy Yar. The best buildings of the celebrated
Kreshchatik were destroyed by fires, the main Laura’s Cathedral was blown up.
That’s why the rebirth of Kreshchatik in the epoch of the shallowed late Stalinist
“Empire style” turned unexpected and bright town-planning achievement, the
act of a symbolic rebirth of the city like Phoenix rising from the ashes.

Cinema "Kiev”

19 Krasnoarmeiskaya St.

architects Valerian RYKOV, Vasili ONASHCHENKO, Aleksei TATSIY, Piotr ZHILITSKY,
1937-1952

The cinema in the densely built up urban area of the 19 c., with three viewing
halls, with its artificiality and laconic image and a high three corner pediment
reminds of the Nordic Festhalle by Téssenov in the environs of Dresden. The
main distinction and advantage of our fagade lies in the decorated with Ukrainian
“arabesque” pediment — the hand of Oleksa Tatsiy is felt. The refined treatment
of the main fagade — in antas — with a deep loggia and well drawn stained-glass
window is completed with elegant pylons of the Ionic order.

General Vatutin’s Mansion [ since 1947 — the House belonged to
Alexander Korneychuk & Vanda Vasilevskaya

46 Artioma St.

architect Anatoli DOBROVOLSKY, 1945

Even in communist society they built detached houses-private residences.
But they belonged to the State. The house of military Grand Master Nikolai
Fedorovich Vatutin (fallen the victim of a Bandera bandit’s bullet in 1944), the
liberator of Kiev, was raised quickly and quite easily. In the very heart of the city,
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among the high-rise buildings, at the vacant place of Voznesenska (Ascension)
Church. For architect A. V. Dobrovolsky it was a kind of “warming-up” before
the large-scale building of Kreshchatik. The clear Palladian proportions, ceram-
ic cladding, laconic arabesques in the Ukrainian style.

“Friendship” Urbanistic Ensemble

Ne 23, 25, 27 Kreshchatik St.

architects Alexander VLASOV, Anatoli DOBROVOLSKY, Alexander MALINOVSKY,
Piotr PETRUSHENKO, 1950-1954

The complex consists of three buildings of the Ukrainian “ceramic order” with
a granite 2-storeys ground-floor and cascade of Classicist rusticated stairs in
the middle. The central building, Ne 25, is situated on the terrace rising 16
m above Kreshchatik. Initially it was conceived by A. V. Vlasov as a dominant
closing the perspective of Lenin street (Bogdan Khmelnitsky St.), and in the
first competition projects of Kreshchatik reconstruction had a rotunda look —
Pantheon of Glory. In the end it acquired the look of a ridge-roofed “Moscow”
residential high-rise (13-storeyes) building. In the ground-floor was housed
a small cinema “Friendship” with two viewing halls. It has given its name to the
whole ensemble. A. V. Dobrovolsky was the head designer of the flanking hous-
es No 23 and Ne 27, they have the more vividly expressed “Ukrainian” struc-
ture and stylistics: simple volume, gable tiled roof. In their creation also took
part P. F. Petrushenko. In the designing work for all the three buildings took
part A. I. Malinovsky who in the final analysis became the soul of the project
“Kreshchatik”.

University Metro Station

17-A T. Shevchenko Blvd, territory of Academician A. V. Fomin Botanical Garden

architects Grigori GOLOVKO, Boris DZBANOVSKY, Evgeni IVANOV, Mikhail SYRKIN,
1950-1960

It is a genuine brilliant of the deepest metro stations in the world, made of most
colourful stones of Ukraine. The station is situated on the first branch of the Kiev
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subway network at the depth of 87 m (the record-holder is “Arsenalnaya” metro
station at the depth of 105,5 m). The interior of the underground vestibule has
a very harmonious solution: beige marble with inclusions of ammonite-shells,
busts of classics of home literature and science, soft illumination from behind the
cornice. The statue to Lenin (sculptor M. D. Dekermendzhi) crowning the com-
position was eliminated in 1992. The “Little Mausoleum” of the surface pavilion
reminds of the first Soviet sputnik: the circular cupola on the pure square of the
base, industrialized rush in heaven and modernized traces of a Stalinist order.

“The First House” in Kreshchatik
13-17 Kreshchatik St., Architect Gorodetsky St.
architects Alexander VLASOV, Anatoli DOBROVOLSKY, 1951

This is really the first house built within the framework of the great recon-
struction project of Kreshchatik. The competition took 8 years, but designing
of certain pieces lasted 10 years more, as they were being erected. The main
innovations of the new ensemble were tested on this “First House”: Ukrainian-
Moresque style, ceramic facades and tiled roofs. A tower has fixed the corner of
the House on the Kalinina Square side (at present Maydan) and a circular arch
has fixed the main entrance to the passage by architect P. S. Andreiev (1915).

. General Post-Office

20—22 Kreshchatik St.
architects Vadim LADNY, Boris PRIYMAK, Grigori SLUTSKY, 1952-1958

The first Kreshchatik post-office was built there in 1849. They began renovating
the post-office building in 1914, but finished it to the design of V. Osmak and S.
Germanovich only in 1936—1941. From the first of German occupation it burnt
down with the greater part of Kreshchatik. The present up-to-date 7-storeyed
building of the General Post-Office with perpendicular facades (80 # each) on
the sides of Maydan and Kreshchatik has rather urbanistic than purely archi-
tectural qualities, opening an impressive arch together with office buildings
NeNe 24 and 26 — the ground-floor in granite and ceramics up to the cornice.
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Exhibition of the National Economy Achievements of the UkrSSR /
now Expocentre

1 Akademik Glushkov Ave., Goloseevo

architects Vladimir OREKHOV, Mikhail GRECHYNA, Anatoli STANISLAVSKY, Dmitry
BATALOV, Igor MEZENTSEV, 1952-1958

This permanent exhibition was originally conceived as purely Agricultural. It
was opened on July 6, 1958 disposing of 337 ha. At the eastern side of Odesskoye
highway. Represents a poorer and simplified version of the Moscow Exhibition
of the National Economy Achievements. Symmetry, Classicist order, big and
high quality glazed Dutch tile with proletarian-and-kolkhoz subject plots in
the Ukrainian Baroque — a sterile sample of the Communist epoch museum.
In the designing of the pavilion took part some 20 leading Ukrainian architects
of the period: B. Zhezherin, G. Kisly, V. Kutsevich, M. Gubov, M. Katernoga,
S. Kirichenko, V. Gnezdilov, K. Dzhanashia, V. Elizarov and others. The new
“glass” pavilions were added in 1961, 1974, 1976. The attempts to revive the
Expomonster in the Independence years have failed. The recently opened there
metro station is to breathe new life into the Expocentre.

. "Moscow” Hotel / “Ukraina”

4 Institutskaya St., Maydan Nezalezhnosti
architects Anatoli DOBROVOLSKY, Boris PRIYMAK, Vadim SOZANSKY, Avraam MILETSKY,
Anatoli KOSENKO, 1954-1961

The hotel was conceived at the same old place as Ginsburg’s Skyscraper burnt
in September of 1941 stood- as a dominant of the main square of Kreshchatik —
Kalinina Square (today — Maydan Nezalezhnosti). The hotel’s design was being
elaborated under the working name “Kiev”, but in the style of Moscow’s high-
rise buildings. And only in 1960, owing to Khrushchev’s struggle with “architec-
tural extravagances”, was “replayed” by A. V. Dobrovolsky in the Constructivist
and at the same time Ukrainian key — with two-coloured tile roof. But finally
the building turned to be more than laconic with a light crowning peripter and
flat roof. 30 years ago, the hotel had the name “Moskwa”.
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National Circus of Ukraine
2 Pobeda Square
architect Vladimir ZHUKOV, 1955-1960

Successor of the famous Krutikov’s Circus in Nikolaievskaya St., destroyed in
1941. The largest circus building in the USSR, its volume amounts to 78 000
cub. m, hall with 2000 seats. The entrance colonnade with Egyptian order,
white Inkerman’s stone and pink Zhitomir’s granite. Obvious allusions to the
Pantheon in Rome and the largest theatre of the Soviet Union in Novosibirsk.
The most remarkable thing in this circus — the reinforced concrete cupola
with 42,3 m diameter, made up of 5 tapered chords of 32 reinforced concrete
panels each. The shell radius — 31,17 m, the rise — 7,75 m. Kievite Vladimir
Alekseievich Zhukov was also the author of the not survived Kiev’s circus on
Troitskaya Square (1950), major circus in Minsk (1952-1958) and dilapidated
circus in Dnepropetrovsk (1960). All the circus buildings of the same impressive
capacity — up to 2000 spectators.

Obelisk of Glory

Park of Eternal Glory to the Soldiers of the Great Patriotic War 1941-1945
1 Lavrskaya St., Dneprovsky Descent

architects Vladimir BAKLANOV, Avraam MILETSKY, Lev NOVIKOV
sculptor Ivan PERSHUDCHEYV, 1956-1957

The granite obelisk (27 m) with eternal fire — the Monument to Unknown
Soldier. From the side of Slavy (Glory) Square there are almost Egyptian
Propylaeum with tall hornbeam bosquettes and 35 burial places on either side of
the Path of Heroes transferred there from Baikovoye and Lukianovskoye cem-
eteries, Ascold’s Tomb, Liutezh Place of Arms. Among the fallen soldiers there
are 12 Heroes of the Soviet Union.
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9. Kiev of the Late Soviet period
1960-1990

Today we may have different views on Khrushchev’s and Brezhnev’s large-scale
and economy-type building epoch in Kiev, on the epoch of the late USSR, but
we have to stress that the dimensions of everything created then exceed all the
rest taken together, including Independence years and days of yore. To tell you
the truth, the present generation of Ukrainians lives within the walls of the stag-
nant socialism.

Pioneers’ Palace

13 Ivan Mazepa St., Slavy Square

architects Avraam MILETSKY, Eduard BILSKY; artists Ada RYBACHUK, Vladimir MELNICHENKO,
1959-1965

Built on the site of the Military-Nikolsky Cathedral destroyed by Bolsheviks in the
1930s. Spread on the park site, the complex is an example of Le Corbusean pur-
ism and rich open spaces. The solution is disarmingly simple and convenient: two
horizontal blocks, the vestibule and class-rooms, are joined by the circular hall
with a free round-way. The pure surfaces, super-modern materials and expres-
sive architectural nodal points made the palace a worship building of the 1960s.

Ukraina Palace
103 Krasnoarmeiskaya St. (Bolshaya Vasilkovskaya St.)
architects Evgenia MARINCHENKO, Piotr ZHILITSKY, 1964-1970

The “Ukraina” Palace was built “in reply” to the Kremlin Palace of Congresses
(M. V. Posokhin, 1961). It cost 16,5 min rubles to the State Treasury. Was being
built with delays and emergency jobs, but was opened as it was planned — to the
Centennial of V. I. Lenin’s birth. Chief architect of the project E. A. Marinchenko
recollects that the first persons of Iraq liked the Palace so much that in 1973
they commissioned the Kiev’s Giprograzhdanpromstroi to design the like struc-
ture for them. The hall was planned to serve, in the first place, for public and
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political events and, formally, as a hall for film and concert shows. But owing to
the optimal combination of opportunities of the scene, comfort and spacious-
ness it serves the main concert boards of this country. The Palace’s special archi-
tectural quality lies in its traditional Kiev’s plasticity: the expressive arch of the
facade, the marble finishing and picturesque texture of broken stone inclusions.
No less elegant was the original interior decoration in the turquoise gamut (lost
in the “rich” reconstruction of 1996).

Trade House

8-A Lvovskaya Square, 2—8 Smirnov Lastochkin St. (Voznesensky Descent)

architects Valentin YEZHOV, Boris ZABRANSKY, Anatoli SNITSAREV, Alexei GAIDUCHENIA,
1967-1981

The first true (93,7 m, 24 floors!) Kiev’s skyscraper of the post-war type, i. e.
without decorations. A replica of the Pirelli Tower in Milan. As you can see,
the communist skyscraper is an unprofitable enterprise — for our skyscraper
was being built for 15 years, in spite of entire prefabricated reinforced concrete
(even elements for protection against the Sun have a ton weight). The classi-
cal Soviet “dolgostroi” (over-prolonged construction process). Nevertheless,
once there were housed the Ministry of Commerce, Trade Center and restau-
rants. Today, “commerce” is practically evicted from the House. Instead, under
Mayor L. Chernovetsky, an awkward shopping-mall was squeezed beside. So,
the city-dwellers were robbed of a half of the historical Lvovskaya Square.

Mourning Halls and Memorial Park

6 Baikov St., Baikova Hill

architect Avraam Miletsky

sculptors Ada RYBACHUK, Vladimir MELNICHENKO, 1967-1982

A trivial idea to build a crematorium in Kiev had called into being this absolute-
ly unique project of the Memorial Park. The park-columbarium itself using the
local relief symbolizes the hilly landscape of Kiev. For the first time the authors
offered to bury urns with ashes directly in the earthen slopes. The central ele-
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ment of the park is an avant-garde sculptural Memorial wall 213 m long and 14
m high (constructively, it also serves as a supporting wall) which in volume and
color reflected the main symbolical acts of human existence. The wall led along
the stripe of water — Lethe — to the white Halls of Mourning, the structure
wonderful in its plasticity, well survived, but in the gone by 30 years spoilt slight-
ly by paintings, tin pendant and other accessories out of the style. The realiza-
tion of sculpture on the Memorial wall took over ten years. In 1982, in accord-
ance with the decision of high Party authorities the wall was doomed to death. It
took three month in spring to liquidate the sculptured wall and about one thou-
sand cub. m. of concrete. The same amount of concrete was spent to make this
wall and... years of selfless artistic labor.

. Republican Stadium / NSK “Olimpiysky”

55 Krasnoarmeiskaya St. (Bolshaya Vasilkovskaya), Cherepanova Hill
architects Mikhail GRECHINA, 1932-1968; Volkwin MARG, Christian HOFFMANN,
Yuri SERIOGIN and others, 2066—2011

The first "Red stadium” was opened on the site of a pre-revolutionary exhibi-
tion as far back as 1923. Then, beginning from the 1930s, stadium named after
S. V. Kosior was being designed in its place. The construction work was being
spread in 1936, the opening date June 22, 1941 had been fixed (i. e. the date of the
beginning of the World War II)... The post-war stadium was named after N. S.
Khrushchev. Adding of the second tier increased the stadium’s capacity up to 100
thousand people and turned it to the Republican Stadium. This drastic recon-
struction served as a pledge of stardom of the Kiev’s “F. C. Dynamo”. The lat-
est improvement of the main Ukrainian arena for the European Championship
2012 was implemented under the guidance of the German ab gmp. The cantile-
ver beams by M. I. Grechina were deemed worth preserving and were covered
by a modern shroud velarium.

Moscow Bridge
North car crossing of the Dnieper

architect Anatoli DOBROVOLSKY; engineers Georgi FUKS, Boris GREBEN et al., 1970-1976
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The bridge was designed at the Kiev branch of the Soyuzdorproekt Institute.
The bridge scheme is based on a pioneer solution: the 300 7 bridge-span is sus-
pended by six shroud bundles thrown over the top of A-shaped pylon on the
bank. The reinforced concrete pylon is 115 m high, the roadbed lies at the cross-
beam of the “letter A”. Five years later Kievites built a bridge of the like scheme
over the Daugava in Riga. Much later a dozen of such bridges were created by
Santiago Calatrawa. But forty years ago the pylon and asymmetric shroud fan of
the Kiev bridge were drawn faultless, ergonomic and elegant.

. Our Motherland Monument

44 Ivan Mazepa St. (Yanvarskogo Vosstania St.)
architects Viktor ELIZAROV (guidance), Evgeni STAMO, Igor IVANOV, Igor MEZENTSEV et al.;
sculptors: Vasili BORODAY, Friedrich SOGOYAN, Vasili VINAYKIN, 19761981

This grand memorial complex “the Museum of the Great Patriotic War 1941—
1945” was elaborated in Giprograd, built on the Pechersk Hills in the immediate
vicinity of the Laura. The project had been initiated by the author of Motherland
Monument in Volgograd sculptor E. V. Vuchetich. The aim is noble, implemen-
tation — straightforward. The colossal sculptural figure of the same name in
Kiev was calculated at the Institute UkrNIIproektstalkonstruktsia. Welded
together from corrosion-resistant alloy on steel framework. The height of the
figure — 45 m (other sources give 62 m), together with the pedestal — 102 m.
The lift can raise you to the platform inside the sculpture at the height of 37m
and you can climb up the metallic stairs to the top of the shield at the height 92
m. The sculpture weighs 530 £, the sword — 11,4 . The shield 8 x 13 m weighs
13,6 £. The complex was inaugurated by Leonid Illich Brezhnev himself on May
9, 1981. On a level with the Laura’s belfry, the monument is the main, but rath-
er ambiguous, dominant of the Dnieper’s right bank.

Lenin Museum [ Ukrainian House

Evropeiskaya Square (Leninsky Komsomol Square)

architects Vadim GOPKALO, Vadim GRECHINA, Vladimir KOLOMIYETS, Leonid FILENKO,
1980-1982
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Bright creation of the late Soviet Classicism. The scale, geometry and a high
degree of generalization and at the same time continuity with the style’s best
examples, for instance, Lenin Mausoleum at the Red Square in Moscow (archi-
tect A. V. Shchusev). The simple cube is cut through with a vertical light cyl-
inder, its outer diameter 36m. The whole height of the four-storeyed funneled
atrium once occupied Lenin’s figure of white marble — to compare with Zeus
sitting solemnly in Parthenon. After ten years’ stay the sculpture disappeared in
no time. Nobody knows where.

. Summer Stage

City Park (Pervomaisky Park), Grushevsky St.
architects Yuri SERIOGIN, Alexander SAMODELKIN, Ludmila KALUYEVA et al., 1981-1982

Very beautiful and quite unusual for Kiev structure, almost Japanese quality
“from Kenzo Tange”. It would have been much better, had this “birdy” been
built in keeping with the originally meant technology — in wood-bonded con-
structions. But the equipment had not been mastered, the framework had been
produced of metal. None the less, up to this day it has been gladdening our hearts.

Golden Gates Metro Station
architects Vadim ZHEZHERIN, Boris ZHEZHERIN, Nikolai ZHARIKOV, 1989

A real political intrigue is associated with this “historic” metro station. The then
Chief City Architect N. L. Zharikov did not like the project of a very common-
place decoration of the underground platform prepared by Muscovites. Its alter-
native smart project in “Byzantine style” was created by a dynasty of Kiev’s archi-
tects — the Zhezherins. The chandeliers of the Station inventively reproduce the
magnificent church-chandelier of St. Vladimir’s Cathedral. The girth arches are
decorated with mosaics in the Old-Rus style. All those artistic masterpieces were
produced by the artistic team of G. Koren, V. Fedko, S. Adamenko, M. Ralko.
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10. Kiev the Independent
1991-2013

Soviet architects were sick and tired of building within the frames of Building
Norms and Regulations and USSR State Standard Specification! Using of met-
al was strictly limited, custom designing — was a happy chance, heights were
standard — 5, 9, 12 and 16 storeys. And, finally, the Perestroika has brought
happiness: you could build everything, whatever you like, of any configuration.
None the less that permissiveness has not automatically given birth to architec-
tural quality. But such diversity becomes Kiev.

St. Basil the Great Temple

7 Voznesensky Descent

architects Larissa SKORYK, Elena MATUSHENKO, Eugeniy BABIYCHUK, 1993-2000

Situated at the area of ancient Kopyrev Konets, on a rough terrain on the very
brink of Voznesensky ravine. Belonging to the Greco-Catholic community and
the architect’s unprejudiced approach made the Church emerge Modernist, unex-
pectedly for the “Orthodox Tsardom”: flat surfaces and pyramidal volumes, abun-
dant glazing admitting light into the interior... on the 25% June of 2000 the Temple
was visited and blessed by Pope John Paul II.

Hyatt Regency Hotel
5 Alla Tarasova St., Sofiyskaya Square
architect Yanosh Vig, 1997-2007

The Hotel was not unanimously received in the Kiev community. The ‘preserva-
tionists” insist on inadmissibility of an impudent glass within the limits of the ancient
square. The modernization champions point out the Hotel’s positive influence on the
situation. The height is moderate, in the semi-circular fagade is reflected St. Sophia
Cathedral. Into the Hotel’s structure, a reconstructed four-storeyed house with its
brick facade has been inscribed. The panoramic effects: transparent lifts in the atri-
um and coffee-houses with fine views at the roof is a special merit of the building.
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Independence Column

Maydan Nezalezhnosti

architects Alexander KOMAROVSKY, Sergei BABUSHKIN, Alexander MOSKOVCHUK; sculptor
Anatoli KUSHCH, 1999-2000

Despite all the complexity of the Maydan area (numerous skylights in the under-
ground shopping mall, lavish “pops” sculpture), the column on the left bank of
Kreshchatik seems to save the day. It has many predecessors — from the Trajan
Column to Nelson’s. But somehow it proved to be relevant an even bear trac-
es of originality. The Fust — Carrara marble on metallic framework. The ped-
estal — Baroque chapel, a quadruple architectural image of the Zaborovsky
Gates. The body — Corinthian Order. The sculpture is of folk origin. The eclec-
tic column’s image served as a backdrop for the eclectic Orange Revolution.

Greco-Catholic Cathedral of the Resurrection
5 Nikolsko-Slobodskaya St.
architects Nikolai LEVCHUK, Oleg KLIMENKO, Oleg BILOGUB, Tamara IGNATENKO, 1998-2013

A cruciform supporting construction of the Temple is brought into the volume
by four narrow pylons, and the emerald cupola of the main volume is attached
to them from below. So the Cupola 22 m in diameter does not have any tradi-
tional supporting elements: while in the interior you have an impression of the
cupola being supported by some invisible Heavenly forces. Apart from other
constructive and stylistic finds, the obvious merit of the Temple is its situation
on the Dnieper’s bank and within the framework of the Left Bank Centre.

Southern Station

Sothern terminal of the main railway station, Polzunova St.

architects Sergei YUNAKOV, Irina CHORNA, Nikolai KHRYAPA, Tamara MALEVICH et al., 2001
In the 1990s. Ukrainian railways (Ukrzaliznytsia) completely fell into decay.
And only by the tenth anniversary of Independence, due to organizational tal-
ents of Transport Minister G. Kyrpa (then he had not “committed suicide” yet)
the railway’s rolling stock and infrastructure renovation and revival started
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with great dispatch. The building of the Kiev station new terminal took only 175
days from the designing stage start to handing it over for service (The Guinness
book). A mighty cap peak (really, the Ronchamps), nice atrium and intentional-
ly machine image — as it becomes to railway engines!

. Embassy of the Netherlands

7 Kontraktovaya Square
architects Hans van BEEK, Vadim ZAPLATNIKOYV, Larissa MERKULOVA, 2001-2003

The House-Netherlander is quite unusual for the recent Kiev’s construction:
bagatelles are absent and solidity is present. None the less, it is inseparably
linked with its context and is keenly responsive to the form of the ancient square
around the Virgin Pirogoshcha, to the height, color and texture of the sur-
rounding buildings. There is even a window as if purposely peeping at the capital
of the neighboring mansion. The spacious interior as on board a ship is crossed
with open stairs and equipped with wooden panels. In all respect, it is a quite
contextual being, inhabitant though from another planet.

Arcada Bank

3 Olginskaya St., Institutskaya St.

architects Yuri BORODKIN, Yelena KOVALIOVA, Vladimir PILIPCHUK, Anna
BORODKINA et al., 2001-2008

It is a rare example of the environmental approach: the office building of 30thou-
sand sq. m. has hardly spoiled the historic context, but added some extra quality
to the place. The arch of the main facade in its encompassing gesture makes a hap-
pening of the flying disk of the metro Khreshchatik’s upper pavilion (I. Maslenkov,
Yu. Tiagno, 1965). The style of the house with sculpture and copper roofing — the
new Art Deco — proves the emerging of good buildings even from rubbish.

. The Nativity Church

5 Obolonskaya Embankment
architects Valentin ISAK, Oleg KALINOVSKY, Ruslana KHOVALKO, 2004-2007

Among the great number of new temples, absolutely conformist in style, it but
rarely appears before our eyes of amazed pilgrims a genuine pearl. We mean
a smallish orthodox church on the Dnieper’s bank with its scattering of real
pearls — onion domes. At the Moscow bridge, from the water side, it opens one
of the best city districts — Obolon. Designed and built at his own expense by
architect V. M. Isak (at present fallen into disfavor) who had been nurturing the
above mentioned Obolon for some twenty years.

Europe Plaza

Pobedy Square, T. Shevchenko Boulevard and Saksaganskogo St.

architects Yuri SERIOGIN, Anatoli DOSHCENKO, Anatoli GUDYMENKO, Irina NIKITINA,
Tatiana MALIOVANAYA, Andrei ZHUBINSKY, Elvira BEGISHEVA et al., 2005-2007

The house-block around the triangular court-yard — a building more than
characteristic of the period of the nouveau riche capitalism. The client wished
everything: a skyscraper, parceled out built-up in the context, high-tech, histor-
ic style, modern, offices, commerce, garage etc. The request for designing work
was being changed often and at random. And the authors’ team was no small. Its
funny, but something has been achieved. A kind of eruption and a stress mark!

Insula, or Town House

This dwelling house is built into the structure of a traditional city block of the 19t
c., and as distinct from the majority of its post-Soviet mates it does not try with
all its might to say a milestone word in architecture with worthless materials and
plasticity means. The order composition, high quality materials and “classicizing”
Art Nouveau. Granite, sculpture and smithery (forging). The real town house.
